What is an Arc Fault Circuit Interrupter (AFCI)

An Arc Fault Circuit Interrupter (AFCI) is acircuit breakedesigned to prevefites by detecting a
nonworking (i.e., noAntended/noruseful)electrical arand disconnect power before the arc starts a
fire. The AFCI should distinguish between a working arc that may occur in the brushes of a vacuum
cleaner, light switch, or other household devices and anwoking arc that can occur, for instance, in a
lamp cord thahas a broken conductor in the cord from overuse. Arc faults in a home are one of the
leading causes for household fiFés.

AFCls resemble &FCI/RCD (GrouneFault Circuit Interrupt/Residualurrent Device)n that they
both have a test button, although it is important to distinguish between the two. GFCls are designed to
protect against electrical shock, while AFCls are primarily designed to protect against arcing and/or firg

AFCls vs. GFCls

The AFCI should not be confused with the GFCI or ground fault circuit interrupter. The
GFCl is designed to protect people from seweratal electric shocks while the AFCI
protects against fires caused by arcing faults. The GFCI also can protect against some
electrical fires by detecting arcing and other faults to ground but cannot detect hazardous
acrossthe-line arcing faults thatan cause fires.

A ground fault is an unintentional electric path diverting current to ground. Ground

faults occur when current leaks from a circuit. How the current leaks is very important.

The National Electrical Code requires GFCI protection for receptacles located outdoors;
in bathrooms, garages, kitchens, crawl spaces and unfinished basements; and at certain
locations sah as near swimming pools. A combination AFCI and GFCI can be used to
satisfy the NEC requirement for GFCI protection only if specifically marked as a
combination device.
